Why are Roald Dahl’s books being changed?

Roald Dahl has written over 20 children’s books and is thought to be one of the most
popular UK children’s authors, he diedin 1990. The changes are happening following
a review by the Roald Dahl Story Company and the publisher, Puffin. They worked with
Inclusive Minds, who are a group working towards kinder and more inclusive writing in
children's books. The Roald Dahl Story Company said it wanted to ‘ensure that Roald
Dahl's wonderful stories and characters continue to be enjoyed by all children today’.

What are the changes being made?

* ‘Crazy' and ‘mad’ have been taken out of the books

* From The Twits, the word ‘weird’ has been removed
from the phrase ‘a weird African language’

* Mrs Twit, from The Twits, is now described
as ‘beastly’ and no longer ‘ugly and beastly’
